The Bowline strategically connects the East village to the
Power and Light District as well as the Central Business
District to encourage growth and development into Paseo
West. Then, within The Bowline itself, five community
nodes are created.

The southern three nodes are
geared toward art installations,
performances, and large gatherings.

The northern nodes facilitate
fitness and sports activities. Along
The Bowline, sculptures from local
artists are exhibited for bikers,
walkers, and runners to enjoy giving
some relief to the stark grid of the
downtown core .

The mobility hub and civic center to the south of the site act as an anchor
point at the confluence of civic life, culture, learning, and innovation. The
KC Job Incubator hosts job training, career events, and educational re-
search spaces from Kansas City’s experts in health and life sciences.

The stacked programing in the
residential buildings allows for retail
to activate the street-scape and
takes the second and third floors
- which are typically less desirable
retail and residential spaces -
for shared parking.
