Green roofs throughout the site reduce and
slow stormwater runoff, retaining a high volume
of precipitation.

Circular irrigation enables the use of filtered
stormwater for irrigation in greenhouses and
community farming gardens.

Rain gardens use a mixture of trees and native
plants to slow down stormwater flow and
increase infiltration.

Street bioswale allows for the collection of
filtered stormwater to be reused throughout
the site, minimizing combined sewer overflows.

Permeable pavement allows for the infiltration
of stormwater through pores in the pavement
materials, decreasing impervious area and
infiltrating stormwater at the source.
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
