A series of complete street axes weave together communities that have
been historically segregated by redlining and automobile-oriented development,
creating a fertile ground for next-generation life science research and enterprises to
take root. Altogether, the KC Knot lays the groundwork for the next generation of
equitable economic development in downtown Kansas City.
